PREREQUISITE CHART 
 

 

During the scheduling process, students will be given the choice to sign-up for various AP courses.  

Given the rigor and intensity of an AP course, CSA staff has noticed that success in an AP course 

correlates with performance in previous courses that directly relate to the AP curriculum.  

 

The prerequisite chart represents the recommended prerequisite benchmarks a student should 

achieve in order to be successful in the AP course.  Whereas a student can still register for an AP 

course if he/she does not meet the recommended criteria, a student cannot sign-up for an AP 

course if he/she does not meet the minimum requirements.         

 

Administration will evaluate new students (e.g. transfer, open enrollment applicants) with the same 

standards.  In cases where the provided information does not directly correlate with the criteria, 

administration will determine the best path for the student.
